WHOLE MASH DECOCTION

As everyone knows, | am one of homebrewsngireat innovators. Most famous are my recipes, including Old Keniieky
BelgianTart and Fruitcake Portedowever my inventiveness also extends to brewing processes. My latest contribution is whole
mash decoction. Eventugligvery homebrewer tries decoction mashing, and there is a lot of conflicting information out there about
how it should be done with the most varied advice concerning how much of the mash should be pulled for decoction. | have solved
that question with the technique of whole mash decoction.

For whole mash decoction, use a brew pot as the mash Wéssl.the conventional mash has been completed, heat to mash out
temperature. Put a lid on the pot and set it aside to rest next to the pot of water that has been drawn for heafinte topspar

ture. Use the rest time to set up your gpaquipmentThen, instead of the sggr water pot, put the mash pot on the burner to heat

up. When the mash boils overool it down to 170 degrees with tap water and continue with thgesgaiyou wish, you may add

the unique character of hot side aeration to the beer by dumping the hot mash rapidly from one container to another as part of the
cooling process.
